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FOR TEACHERS:  


Set up sensory stations prior to reading a story to provide background for students. 


Have them describe events or characters in the story using the five senses.  What did the narrator or character hear, see, smell, touch or taste.


For instance a circus story may include popcorn popping, calliope music.  


In the Velveteen Rabbit a station that has a heavy blanket and ear muffs to experience being stuffed in a box.


What does animal fur feel like or cactus?


What does garbage dump smell like?                Try mixing dry coffee grounds, bacon bits, orange peels in a coffee can with small holes in the top.


Nature sounds or internet sound effects for wind or waves can be used to supply an episodic learning experience while reading a story.


Upper grades could create a sound track mix for a reader’s theater.
